He was launched in Bollywood with actress Rekha in 1969 to sing for Indian films 
“Anjana Safar”, “Do Shikari”, “Mehmaan”, “Chor Swami” and “Jism Ka Rishta” 
and worked with Music Directors Chitra Gupt and Ravi.
